BABY TEETH MARKINGS GIVE CLUE
TO BRAIN GROWTH

Markings on  the deciduous teeth of babics
have furnished unique evidence of the importance
of early nutrition o an infant's brain develop-
ment, acconding o a repore at the lntermtional

Symposium  on Infant and early Childhood
I'eeding.

Dr. John Dobhing, of the University of
Menchester, Engi’:.ml, studied deaduous or
“milk" teeth because they are formed at the
same ome the brain has its early infancy growth
spurt and the neomatal lines v them are an index
ol the childs pourshment during this ervecial
period.

I3 Dobhimg found that, based on neona-
tal hogs, those children who are slow in moto
coordination tend o have had poorer nutrition
i the brain spurt period than those who have
nurmmal coordination, And poor motor co-ordina-
tion, he reasoned, 5 often a consequence of poor
brain development during the spurt period,

 Many countries are planning v reorient
their health services so that they contribute more
cifcctively to cconomic and social devclopment
as 2 whole. In the developing countries, this means
improving services for poor, especially in
rural areas and in slums on the urlan frimges.
However, the rate at which rhese improvemenis

are madc s severcly limited by the shortage of

junds, Iy reexamuining all sources of finance
for all health-related activitics, it should be

prsilibe 1w fimd ways of specding up progress.

Unfortunately, mformanon s rarely avail-
able about total expenditure on health-relared
activities-—spending by organs of government
other than the mumstry gl’ health, by social
security agencies, and by chantable bodies, and
particularly expenditare in the privare secior,
including that on tradibonal health care  Chnly
when all sources of finance are brought togethcr,
and an analysis s made of what precise services
arc financed by what funds in particular geo-
graphical areas, is it possible w consider what
changes can be made in arder to move rowards
the new vhjectives,

What 15 therciore needed i 10 develop a
methodology  for  classifying  this information
and low-cost methods of collevimg i Such
mformation should help in examining how far
it is possible 1o develop new sources of Anance,
to redeploy funds already devoted w  health
purposes, or o release resources by maore efhi-
cient methods of vperation for use in arcas of

high prionty.

In November 1977, WHO convened 2 stody
group on hnancing of health services, with parti-
vipants from all WIO regions, to tackle this
problem. The group was asked 10 examine
techniques for obtainmg and analysing informa-
tion related 1o all sources of finance in the health
sector and for identifying all sources of health
cxpenditure, It also mmigemd the question, once
sulficeently accuriate data are available, how
best to use the results of financial survevs for
mmproved phaming,

Part of the group's work was o examine o
number of case studics based on financing sur-
veys carnied out in developing countries,

~In ats report, the group was able to draw
important conclumons and make a number of
recommendarions ics, research

andd WO, o ‘welcame feiiag. was shat' 1 &
possible 10 collect and analyse information on
hnancing and expenditure, of sufficient rehability
and at modest cost, even for the private sector.
Anncxes  summarizing  surveys  conducted  in
Rangladesh, Hotswana, the Kepublic of Korea
and Sencgal form a substantml part of the
report. Further annexes deal with methodo-
logy of a study of health sector financing in
Latin: America and the role of social security
financing in the provision of medical care,

in ensuring that scarce resources for health

are used effectively and equitably, tackles an

important subject that is seldom given the
emphasis it deserves,
